"Coin-Spiracy" hits Fort School
School to participate in world kindness campaign

Fort Saskatchewan Record - There's a "Coin-Spiracy" at Pope John school, and
they want to make it public. The local Catholic elementary school is the first in Alberta to register in the Coin-spiracy Kindness Campaign, which originates from British Columbia.


"The beauty of it is there are three acts of kindness involved, which is a relatively simple concept that can make a big impact," said Grade 5 teacher Janet Laddish who spearheaded bringing the Campaign to the school. 

All the students in the school will perform three acts of kindness, before they send off a minted coin across the world as a symbolic gesture to encourage others to participate in the project.The acts of kindness deal with three areas involving, environmental preservation, kindness to others, and self improvement.


"We hope to pass the coin on to Thailand, so they can spread kindness in their part of the world," said Laddish.


When the coin is passed on, the idea is for the recipient to commit to three acts of kindness. Laddish said she will be phoning Thailand in the next few days to see if they are interested in joining.


Pope John school held a special presentation at their monthly assembly to commemorate the coin's arrival. On hand were the Knights of Columbus Honor Guards and Father Duncan MacDonnell of Our Lady of the Angels Church.


"This is a very special event for them to be here for," said Principal Todd Eistetter.


Although the school is credited as the first to be registered in Alberta, an Edmonton school had an assembly to mark the arrival of a coin from the project last week, said Eistetter. The coin itself is called a UNI, which stands for universal nature of kindness.


Laddish said the project fell in line with the school's mandate on encouraging students to do their part to preserve the environment. Students from every class will donate 720 minutes of their time to a recycling drive.The second act of kindness will be done through the Holy Childhood Association, which helps children from around the world. Kids will be talking to their parents and teachers about the Kindness to Oneself aspect, said Laddish.
